History where it happened
@ The Baby in The Palace

Queen Victoria was born in this room on 24 May 1819.
Her parents, the Duke and Duchess of Kent, travelled
over from Germany at the last minute so that their
daughter would be born in England. After her safe
arrival, the Duchess of Kent declared that baby Victoria
was ‘a pretty little Princess, plump as a partridge.’

In the Presence Chamber the King received
important guests, seated on a throne. In 1734 a
delegation of Yamacraw native Americans was
introduced to George II here. They presented
him with a traditional tribute of eagle feathers
as an emblem of peace.

28 December 1694. The much-loved queen had
contracted smallpox a week earlier and had been
putting her affairs in order. Her distraught husband
slept in the room on a camp bed, against the advice of
the doctors. She was only 32 years old when she died.

History where it happened (Gardens)

Within a few hours of the news that Princess Diana
had died on 31 August 1997, Kensington Palace was
swamped with visitors. The Gold Gates, just outside
the palace were covered in floral tributes to the
princess. In the days that followed every inch of railing
around the palace was covered with flowers, which
stretched out like a carpet into Kensington Gardens.
